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Accommodation suggestions for participants in the ENP final workshop, 29-30 Sept London

The British Library is hosting the final Europeana Newspapers Workshop and is situated next to St. Pancras International and King’s Cross and directions can be found here. There are plenty of hotels in the area to choose from depending on your budget, as shown on the map.

Near the Library:

· There are a number of pricier hotels adjacent to the two stations (St. Pancras Renaissance and Great Northern Hotels) and cheaper B&Bs off the Euston Road opposite King’s Cross.
· Most conveniently situated next to the Library is the Pullman London St. Pancras
A cheaper accommodation option near the Library is:

· Youth Hostel, London, St. Pancras, 79-81 Euston Road (directly opposite the Library across Euston Road) also offering private rooms 

Further options:

· Travelodge Hotels, King’s Cross (in Gray’s Inn Road)

· Premier Inn, London Euston (next to Euston Station)

· Bloomsbury, the neighbourhood to the south of Euston Road, also offers many good choices for hotels. There are several small attractive-looking hotels in Cartwright Gardens (2 minutes away from the Library). There are many more hotels along the Tavistock Road and near Russell Square Tube Station and towards the British Museum (10-15 minutes walking distance from the Library).

· You could find reasonably priced accommodation is some of the larger hotel chains such as Holiday Inn London Bloomsbury and Royal National Hotel. 

· Goodenough College in the area also offers visitor accommodation, this is a very peaceful residential area near a leafy square and only 10 minutes away from the Library.
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
